ISD offers the IB Diploma Programme, including studies in
languages and literature, language acquisition, individuals
and societies, sciences, arts, and mathematics, with the
option of studying three courses at the higher level (HL) and
three courses at the standard level (SL) including the DP
Core requirements.

In the Middle Years Programme (MYP) students in Grade 10
complete the Personal Project which is awarded a record of
participation from ISD and externally assessed by the IB.

US High School Diploma

100% of ISD students receive the US High School Diploma
accredited by the New England Association of Schools and
Colleges (NEASC). On average, 75% of ISD students receive
the full IB Diploma while 25% of students are eligible to
earn 1-6 IB certificates.
